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Foreword by the Minister

hen the National
Lotteries’ Board was
established 15 vyears

ago, government

was embarking on a
territory that was new to the South African
landscape.

For the first time, we were embarking on
administering a national lottery, and added
to that, planning to use part of the proceeds
from the sale of tickets to distribute toward

good causes.

Today we find ourselves heading toward
the issuing of the third lottery license to an
operator, and have just had an amended Act
signed into law, and having distributed more
than R 18 billion to good, deserving causes

over the 15 years of the NLB'’s existence.

Part of the NLB’s mandate has been to advise
my office on policy matters relating to the
National Lottery and other lotteries. The
result of that type of engagement is evident
in some of the initiatives that you will see
coming from the NLB as it evolves into the
National Lotteries Commission in line with the

amended Lotteries Act.

With one of the strategic objectives of the
NLB being “to ensure effective and efficient

administration of the NLB and ensure

compliance with applicable legislation and
policy prescripts”, it guides us to making sure
that we build a more efficient NLB to service
the needs of the community. Indeed, a more
impactful NLB that addresses immediate,
critical needs as addressed by the National
Development Plan toward Vision 2030. And an
NLB that is continually improving and adapting

to the changing needs of society.

One of the focus areas of the dti is red
tape reduction. By this we mean working
on a commitment from government, and
simplifying our processes to simply: get things

done with more efficiency.

In the NLB context, the new/amended
Lotteries’ Act will mean that we are able,
among other things, to employ Distributing
Agencies on a full time basis to ensure that
adjudications happen on a more frequent

basis.

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Chairperson’s Report

October 2013 marked 15 years of the National Lotteries Board’s

existence.

The year 2000 saw the launch of the weekly National Lottery draw
and in 2001, the National Lotteries Board (NLB) distributed R222.5
million, from a portion of the proceeds of ticket sales, to 1 240

non-profit organisations.

This was unchartered territory for us as a Nation and the first
few years presented a number of new challenges for the Board
and the lottery operator. In overcoming the challenges, we have
grown from strength to strength and have improved our services.
To date, almost R18 billion has been distributed to good causes for

the purposes of social upliftment.

Guided by the review of the Lotteries Act, the past year was
characterised with much reflection and assessment of our
organisation. It was an opportunity to take stock of where we
were, what we had achieved and where we would like to take the
NLB in the future.

Government’s National Development Plan (NDP) confirmed that
the mandate of the NLB plays a critical role in the plan of action
that would help our country achieve Vision 2030 and thereby
eliminate poverty and reduce inequality. Philosopher Khalil Gibran
said that “poverty is a veil that obscures the face of greatness”.
The NDP recognises this and the NLB is in a position to address
some of the elements that hamper eliminating poverty and
reducing inequality.

In celebrating 20 years of democracy in South Africa, we must
secure the future of our country by ensuring sustainability of the
good work that commenced in 1994.

During the past financial year, we have begun placing the building
blocks that will see an evolution of the National Lotteries Board
towards proactive funding to address certain needs and to assist
our beneficiaries to grow from being grant recipients to aspire to

becoming self-sufficient.



While there will always be a need for funding of good causes,
we do not aim to build dependency among those who benefit
from NLB funding. Our beneficiaries must be able to develop
competencies that will assist them in helping themselves once

they have interacted with us.

We recognise that not all citizens who are in need of services such
as ours have the resources and know-how to start the application
process. Along with sustainability, this will become a key focus
area in the future —where the NLB will identify needs and mobilise
those communities to apply for funding with the appropriate
support. In essence, we need to help those who approach us to
develop to be able to fend for themselves, so that we can then

assist others who need a boost.

We remain committed to being ‘The Catalyst for Social Upliftment’,
and we do so living up to our values of Integrity, Performance
Excellence, Service Excellence and Social Consciousness.

Our fraud detection mechanisms are now solid, and hundreds
of millions of rand have already been prevented from landing in
the wrong hands for purposes not linked to our ideals of social

upliftment.

The good work that we do cannot be accomplished without the
contribution of ordinary South Africans who ensure that the
socio-economic plight of our people is addressed when they

participate in the National Lottery. When it was proposed early in

our democracy that the government acknowledges gambling as a
‘social reality’ and seeks to regulate the industry and ensure that
some of the profits from legal gambling be used to support good
causes, many would not have comprehended that the impact of
a percentage of proceeds from those individual ticket sales would

see us distribute over R2 billion in the past financial year.

While the Auditor General in their report has cited material
findings on the performance targets and indicators, which will be
resolved in future planning, we are extremely pleased to share
that the NLB achieved 100% of set targets this year to deliver fully
on the mandate to serve South Africa and change lives for the
better.

It goes without saying that the support of the Department of
Trade and Industry has been and continues to be instrumental in
us delivering on such an important mandate, and our gratitude to
our Minister, the honourable Dr Rob Davies and his team at

the dti knows no bounds.

It is also due to the cooperation of the National Lottery operator,
Gidani, and the continued dedication of the Board, management
and staff of the NLB that we stand at this turning point in our
history to acknowledge our successes in the past year, filled with

optimism for what can still be achieved.

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Chief Executive Officer’s Report

t the end of the previous financial year, we stood in
great anticipation of the revelation of the realities
that marked 20 years of democracy. We realised
that both our successes and the areas that still
needed improvement would be scrutinised and
rated in terms of progress made since 1994.
As the National Lotteries Board, we geared up to take on the
process of self-assessment and prepare ourselves to respond to

the results.

With the goal of building sustainability, an impact study was
conducted to accurately review the legacy of the NLB since
inception, as well as to identify gaps in our processes. The
recommendations of the study have been incorporated into the
soon to be implemented funding policy. A sustainability strategy
has been drawn up and it clearly identifies key areas of the NDP

where the NLB will have the greatest contribution and impact.

Assessing our landscape and the impact of the NLB on communities
also brought to light the achievements of our beneficiary
organisations. The footprint of the NLB’s funding has left an
indelible mark on South Africa, and we are proud of the work
that is achieved through the funded projects of beneficiaries. It is
satisfying to see how some projects have grown from strength to
strength and have become the success stories that we refer others

to for inspiration.

Customer service and efficient service delivery are the hallmark
of an organisation that cares and we also embarked on a baseline
perception survey to hear what our beneficiaries and key
stakeholders had to say about the way we work, and how we could

serve them better.

Our staff complement grew from 135 in the previous year to 156
in the year under review and our internal growth is aimed at

ensuring that service quality improves proportionally.



The response amplified, amongst others, the sheer levels of
demand for funding, as opposed to the availability of funds. While
challenging, it also served as affirmation that the work of the NLB
is vital and sought after to change the socio-economic landscape

of our communities.

Last year, we highlighted that the lack of prerequisite skills in some
NGOs had resulted in the non-fulfilment of some quantitative
targets we had set. Our Grant Funding Division continues to roll
out capacity-building workshops around the country, with special
focus on rural communities to create awareness of and insight

into the processes of the NLB.

In 2013/2014, 3692 organisations were approved for funding and
slightly over R 2 billion allocated, a pleasing improvement from
the previous year’s 2952 organisations.

This has also been given a boost by the Post-indaba Stakeholder
Engagements across all provinces, where the standard programme
includes Grant Funding presentations to heighten awareness of
where gaps in understanding of the application process may exist,
while stakeholders are also able to interact with the leadership of
the NLB in their provinces to share their concerns, challenges and

achievements.

This is further bolstered by the continuing roll-out of the regional
offices. Additional to the already established Eastern Cape and
Limpopo regional offices, the Western Cape opened the doors
to a contact centre this year, and plans are in place to finalise
the procurement of offices in the Northern Cape and the Free
State, eventually covering the rest of the country. This multi-
dimensional approach and the availability of local help desks will
also assist beneficiaries to reach the five percent provincial target

for allocation of the overall budget.

In the year under review, all provinces met the target, including
the previously lacking Northern Cape and Mpumalanga. There
is still room for improvement and this concern will continue to

receive focus.
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While the NLB has only existed for 15 of the 20 years since the
dawn of democracy, what was established by the Act in 1997 and
the entity that opened its doors in 1999, have become an integral
part of South African life through the National Lottery, and most
importantly, through the lives that have been affected positively
by the distribution of funds.

While we may have returned to the basics over the past two years,
that same journey has also reaffirmed that the path we are on is
the right one, and that we will increase our avenues of income
if we continue meaningful engagement with the public, our
current and potential stakeholders, and seek out and capitalise
on partnerships with entities in the private and public sector that
can help us to cast the net much wider. As part of this growth, we
are also ensuring that we sew the thread of responsibility into our
culture. The publicised No Law Breakers Anti-fraud Campaign had
its roots internally, with staff being the primary audience. We are
committed to maintaining our values and a culture of integrity in

how we offer services and handle the public purse.

Collaboration continues to be important within our structures at all
levels. The executive team is knowledgeable and experienced, and
the NLB benefits much from their commitment and determination
to ensure that we live up to our vision to be the Catalyst for Social
Upliftment. As a team, we also enjoy the continuous support from
the Board with Prof Nevhutanda at the helm, as they instil sound

corporate governance from the top.

The completion of my first full year as CEO has brought various
experiences full circle and | can confidently say that we are aiming

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Legislative Mandate

The National Lotteries Board is a Schedule 3A Public Entity in terms of the Public Finance Management Act (PFMA) (Act
1 of 1999, as amended) and has been established through the Lotteries Act (Act 57 of 1997). The Board consists of a

Chairperson, one member designated by the Minister and five other members.
The functions of the Board, as set out in the Lotteries Act, are as follows:

Advise the Minister on the issuing of the licence to conduct the National Lottery;

Ensure that the National Lottery and Sports Pools are conducted with all due propriety;

Ensure that the interests of every participant in the National Lottery are adequately protected;

Ensure that the net proceeds of the National Lottery are as large as possible;

Administer the NLDTF and hold it in trust;

Monitor, regulate and police lotteries incidental to exempt entertainment, private lotteries, society lotteries and any
competition contemplated in section 54;

Advise the Minister on percentages of money to be allocated in terms of section 26(3);

Advise the Minister on the efficacy of legislation pertaining to lotteries and ancillary matters;

Advise the Minister on establishing and implementing a social responsibility programme in respect of lotteries;
Administer and invest the money paid to the board in accordance with the Act;

Perform such additional duties in respect of lotteries as the Minister may assign to the Board;

Make such arrangements as may be specified in the licence for the protection of prize monies and sums for distribution;
and

Advise the Minister on any matter relating to the National Lottery and other lotteries or any other matter on which the

Minister requires the advice of the Board.

In addition to the above, the National Lotteries Board has also been tasked with the responsibility of providing administrative,

managerial and technical support to the Distributing Agencies.

ACTIVITIES OF THE NATIONAL LOTTERIES BOARD -
NATIONAL LOTTERY DISTRIBUTION TRUST FUND (NLDTF)

Introduction

The NLB has continued to deliver on its mandate and distributed in excess of R2 billion to good causes during the year
under review. At the same time the organisation has continued with policy development initiatives to facilitate a more
strategic approach to NLDTF funding to increase the impact of our allocations to thousands of deserving non-profit
organisations. Further progress has been registered in strengthening the alignment of funding with national priorities,
including improvement in the achievement against the target of allocating 50 percent of funding towards rural areas and
other identified priority areas as per the Funding Regulations. Funding of projects that benefit people with disabilities is
also receiving special attention, as an overarching element of the aforementioned priority areas.

As a result of extraordinary efforts undertaken jointly with the Distributing Agencies, including a more targeted approach
to our capacity building initiatives in provinces where we have historically struggled to achieve the minimum legislated
allocation of five percent, we are pleased to report that the minimum prescribed allocation per province have been
achieved in all nine provinces for the first time since the establishment of the NLDTF.

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Compliance Report

National Lottery

The National Lotteries Act, Act 57 of 1997 states the regulatory responsibilities of the NLB as the following:

Ensuring that the National Lottery and Sports Pools are conducted with all due propriety and in line with legislation and

National Lottery Licence;
Ensuring that interests of every participant in the National Lottery are adequately protected and
Ensuring that the National Lottery Operator maintains continuous commitment to Social Responsibility Programmes as

required in the Act and the Licence.

The regulatory focus of monitoring the performance of the Lottery Operator in terms of compliance with Licence conditions

continued during the year under review. This review was done independent of the current process to appoint a third lottery

operator. Products of the National Lottery and Sports Spools include the following games:

Revenue Generation

As the Regulator, we had to ensure that the Lottery Operator continues to generate maximum revenue for good causes,

despite negative conditions in the economy and retail market that affect household disposable income to allow for playing

the lottery. These conditions include the recent interest rate hike, increase in the price of goods in retail markets, petrol

price increases and job losses, to mention but a few. However, there was a slight decline in lottery ticket sales for this

year compared to the previous year. The 34 percent NLDTF contribution from lottery ticket sales is disclosed in the annual

financial statements

Regulatory Compliance Reviews

Reviews undertaken by the Regulatory Compliance Unit for
the National Lottery and Sports Pools concentrated on major
activities undertaken by Lottery Operator that included the
following:

« Playing a role in protecting players/lottery participants;

e Assisting in licensing the National Lottery and Lottery Games
thereof;

« Safeguarding the integrity of the National Lottery (through
various reviews on game operation);

e Ensuring scratch card security;

¢ Monitoring integrity of the lottery sales information provided
through Independent verification of systems (IVS);

« Verifying transfer accuracy of allocations to NLDTF (34%);

e Monitoring physical and system security of the National
Lottery;

e Assessing fit and proper requirements, as well as BBBEEE
compliance of those entrusted with the running and
management of the National lottery (i.e. operator
management and staff; as well as suppliers);

« Protecting the National Lottery brand; and

e Advising on licence regulatory matters.

Compliance Enforcement

As a Regulator, we are also required by the Act to regulate
society lotteries, private lotteries, lotteries incidental to
exempt income, as well as to police illegal lotteries. Our main
enforcement activities for the period under review pertained to

society lotteries and illegal lotteries.

Registration of Society Lotteries

Society is defined as “including any club, organisation or
association of persons, and any separate branch or section of
such a club, institution, organisation or association”.

Society lottery means a lottery promoted on behalf of a society
that is established and conducted wholly or mainly for purposes
not for private gain or any commercial undertaking.

13 applications for Society Registration were received and six
were approved.

43 applications for Society Lottery Schemes were received and

20 were approved.

Inspections

In line with section 45 (d) of the Act which authorises the Board
to conduct inspection of any aspect of the management of a
lottery and the Compliance Enforcement Strategy to detect
illegal lotteries, various inspections were conducted.

The purpose of the inspection was to determine compliance
with the Act and its regulations and where non-compliance is
detected, enforce compliance.

During this period 32 inspections were conducted on registered

lotteries.

Identification and Inspection of lllegal Lotteries

For the period under review, eight competitions were identified
and investigated as illegal lotteries. Five of the investigated illegal
lotteries were successfully closed down and the remaining three

are still under investigation.

Enforcement Challenges

Our main challenge remains book-makers licences issued by
provincial gambling boards. Some of these licences are used
to bet on the outcome of the National Lottery. These provide
a larger payout than the National Lottery and are in direct

competition with the National Lottery.
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Corporate Services Report

The Corporate Services Division provides a key support function
to the NLB. In the year under review, the division saw expansion
in resources, activities and responsibilities. The Division is also
the custodian of Human Resources, Communications and the
Contact Centre.

As the NLB continues through various transitional phases,
the Division is geared to support the organisation through
the provision of optimal business solutions and suitable skills
resourcing. Added to that, Corporate Services is also the
custodian of the development of a healthy corporate culture
and employee wellness.

The following reflects the performance of Corporate Services in
2013/14. The Human Resources report follows as Part 5 of the

report.

MARKETING AND COMMUNICATIONS

Through various initiatives, the Marketing and Communications
Department ensured that the South African public, beneficiaries
and other key stakeholders were exposed to the mandate,
service offerings and activities of the NLB.

Through the implementation of an integrated Marketing,
Communications and Stakeholder Relations strategy, support
was rendered for the overall strategic objectives of the NLB,
mainly to improve the impact of the NLDTF by developing plans
to ensure strategic delivery of key business and organisational

messages to all NLB stakeholders.
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Stakeholder Relations

The national 2013 Indaba was successfully hosted in Gauteng
where about 2 500 delegates from all provinces were in
attendance.

This was followed by the provincial Post-Indaba Stakeholder
Engagements (PISE) in July 2013 in Mpumalanga, followed
by North West, Limpopo, Western Cape, Eastern Cape,
Northern Cape, KwaZulu-Natal and were completed in the
Free State province in March 2014. These engagements,
which were attended by between 600 and 1 000 delegates,
served as a platform for the leadership of the NLB to interact
with beneficiaries and stakeholders in the provinces, while
encompassing direct interaction with provincial and local

government authorities.

The PISE was also well supported by provincial and municipal

leadership.

Other roadshows to create awareness of the NLB’s programmes
and launches of NLB-funded beneficiary projects also served
to highlight the brand and what can be achieved through NLB
funding.

The department began the process to pursue inter- and intra-

governmental collaborations.

The 2013/2014 financial year saw the NLB embark on a baseline
perception survey aimed at understanding the perception that
the government, beneficiaries and general stakeholders had of
the organisation.

From a total of 21 582 emails sent to participants, the baseline
was that the NLB was operating at 60 percent of its projected
organisational achievements. The survey also revealed that
the NLB needed to review its processes and communication
channels and ensure that ongoing database management and
consistent communications to beneficiaries and stakeholders
were maintained.

Most importantly, the stakeholders and beneficiaries
acknowledged efforts by the NLB to improve relations through
surveys and interactions, with a general consensus that the
NLB’s efforts were satisfactory, but that there was room for

improvement.

Marketing was extended to the branding of public transport.
Over 1.5 million kilometres of provincial roads were covered
countrywide in an exercise that would bring awareness and
build curiosity around the mandate, activities and service

offerings of the NLB through a ‘Did you know’ campaign.

Repositioning of the brand is a key focus for the next financial
year, in line with the legislation that will evolve the NLB to a

Commission.

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Communications and Media Relations

The introduction of the CEO’s monthly communiqué to staff, the
Board, and Distributing Agencies has introduced a new platform
for internal communication and presents an added aspect to the
quarterly staff engagements where EXCO presents performance

and plans to staff.

The No Law Breakers Anti-fraud campaign was launched
internally this financial year and enhanced through a series of
newspaper advertorials to support the initiatives of the Risk

Division to fight the scourge of fraud.

Articles and advertorials were commissioned in key publications
around, amongst other topics, the National Development Plan

and 20 years of democracy.

The enhancement of media relations also took centre stage.
The NLB took the initiative to issue regular media statements to
share on developments and the impact of the organisation. To
address this key media objective, the NLB hosted the National
Press Club in order to engage on the status and future of the
organisation, while building key relationships with an influential

media association.

The impact of media relations and publicity is tracked through a media monitoring service. Mentions of the NLB, NLDTF, the national

lottery operator Gidani, and other related figures in mainstream and online media are tracked. The NLB also gains publicity from

beneficiaries in line with grant agreements.

CONTACT CENTRE

The Contact Centre was established in 2005 and its main
purpose was to provide a central point of contact between
the NLB and stakeholders.

The department’s main function is to provide relevant
information to the stakeholders and improve the accessibility
of the NLB to its stakeholders. Achievement of this improved
accessibility is evident in the around 8300 calls per month
that are handled by the department on the 08600 65383
number, responses to e-mails received on nldtf@nlb.org.za,
along with walk-in queries.

The contact centre strives to be a multi-channel, one-stop
information hub for the NLB toward the vision ‘to be the

catalyst for social upliftment’”.

LEGAL SERVICES

The report reflects the legal activities of the National
Lotteries Board for the financial year

1 April 2013 to 31 March 2014. The Legal Services function
is to provide legal support and services to the NLB. It deals
mainly with litigation (civil and criminal), legal opinions, legal

services and support to DAs and Board Committees, drafting

and reviewing of contracts and Service Level Agreements, as

well as Grant Agreements and developing Legal Policies.

LITIGATION

Civil Litigation

During the financial year the NLB was involved in eight civil
litigations. Most of the cases are still pending whilst others
are awaiting judgment. The NLB is continually assessing
cases still pending and taking continuous advice on which
matters to pursue and which to settle, based on ongoing
engagements both internally and externally on the best

possible solution for each matter.

Most of the issues relate to funded organisations’
mismanagement of funds and failure to account accurately.
In cases where organisations have mismanaged funds, the
NLB would normally freeze the release of further allocations
and claim all amounts already paid or released. These
matters end up in litigation either by the NLB claiming the
funds back or by funded organisations claiming the release
of funds. The bulk of all civil litigations emanate from such

matters.

Criminal Litigation

The NLB conducts its affairs within the framework of the law
and subject to the Constitution. It is therefore NLB’s approach
that part of their broader responsibility is to combat crime
in general and corruption in particular and it is within that
context that the Board has taken the necessary steps to
prevent and act on fraudulent and/or illegal activities. In cases
where mismanagement of funds and fraudulent applications
were found, criminal cases have been opened with the
relevant crime fighting institutions including the Hawks and
SAPS for further investigations and possible prosecution by
the NPA.

Legal Opinions

A total of 48 legal opinions were drafted during the period
under review. The majority of the opinions have consistently
been from charities on matters related to compliance with
the regulations (in particular, mandatory documents) and
the implication of the SAEP case and how it can be positively
applied to advance the objectives of the institution. There
were about ten referrals from the Sports Distributing Agency
which were mainly based on site visits and the lack of, or
failure by organisations to properly account for allocations
made. These legal opinions were drafted and presented
to the relevant Distributing Agency to assist them in their
adjudications and decision making. These are normally
drafted and sent to the relevant Agencies and thereafter Legal
Officers would be called to clarify and advise further, should

there be a need.

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INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY

Information technology was increasingly used to support and
deliver critical NLB programmes covering both office operations and
Grant funding processes.

The NLB IT Governance Framework, as informed by the Department
of Public and Service Administration (DPSA) Public Service
Governance of Information and Communication Technology
Framework (CGICTT), and its implementation has been approved.
As part of the NLB business continuity plan, a number of technical
programmes will be implemented to support our strategic
interventions to improve IT functions that are aimed at achieving
a more efficient, better organised and accessible NLB. Also,
considering the fact that NLB will be expanding its operations in all of
the nine provinces, there will be a business requirement to further
improve the ICT infrastructure in partnership with an appointed
Electronic Communications Network Infrastructure (ECNS) licensee
to strengthen, facilitate and modernise service delivery channels in

support of provincial-based entities (beneficiaries).

By 2014/15, the position of Chief Information Officer (CIO) will
be created and implemented with a mandate to recommend and
implement ICT projects and advise on how information technology
should be structured and delivered across NLB, taking into the

consideration all the approved IT policies.

The IT Division will be focusing on a number of strategic business

areas in 2014/15. These include but are not limited to:

® Appointment of the Chief Information Officer and middle
management in the IT Division;

® Integration of NLB IT systems into a “ONE NLB System”;

e Technology refresher programme in support of business
requirements;

e Technical support to the amended Lotteries Act.

® Realignment of ICT plans in support to the outcomes of the
business process review; and

® NLB human development capacity programme for empowering
NLB staff with IT knowledge and skills.

Overview Of The Governance Structures

Overview and Mandate

The NLB is mandated to regulate the National Lottery and other
lotteries as identified in the Lotteries Act, 1997, Act No. 57 of 1997,
as amended (the Lotteries Act). The National Lottery Operator
pays monies into the NLDTF in terms of the licence agreement.
These proceeds are destined for good causes as specified in the
Lotteries Act, and allocated to applicants who make application
during the advertised period and who meet the required criteria
by Distributing Agencies appointed by the Minister of Trade and
Industry. The Board is the Accounting Authority of the NLB and it is
also accountable in terms of the Public Finance Management Act
(PFMA) for grants distributed by the Distributing Agencies. While
the Board is responsible for the maintenance of sound corporate
governance, it believes that implementation is best managed at

executive management level.

The Board is mandated to manage the National Lottery
Distribution Trust Fund (NLDTF) and accounts for all running costs.
The NLB withdraws the necessary funds required for running costs
from the NLDTF, based on overall annual budget approval by the

Minister of Trade and Industry.

The NLB operates on a strong corporate governance foundation
that is representative of the interests of all stakeholders. The
governance framework of the NLB complies with the provisions
of the Public Finance Management Act, the Lotteries Act and is
aligned with relevant sections of the King Codes. This framework
underpins the organisation’s risk-based, integrated approach to
internal controls that is entrenched throughout management
and governance processes and is reviewed on an on-going basis.
Governance structures are focused on providing leadership within
a framework of effective controls that enables risk to be assessed

and managed throughout the organisation.

Commitment to Governance Processes and Principles

The Board is responsible for monitoring standards of sound
corporate governance at the NLB. As the highest governing
authority, the Board is committed to governance processes that
give assurance to stakeholders by ensuring that the operations of

the NLB are conducted ethically and in pursuit of best practices.

To the best of the Board’s knowledge and information, the NLB

complied with applicable legislation, policies and procedures
during the financial year under review. The only continuous
challenge is compliance with the PFMA in as far as the procurement
processes are concerned. Since proper structures are in place, the
Board is providing close monitoring through its Audit Committee
in respect of ensuring that procurement strategy, policy and
processes are streamlined and adhered to. Even though there is a
noticeable improvement with regard to distribution of funds and
fraud prevention in accordance with the Lotteries Act, the PFMA
and other relevant Acts, the Board is of the view that more should

be done in order to maximise the service delivery.

Composition of the Accounting Authority

The Minister of Trade and Industry is responsible for the
appointment of members of the Board. The Board consists of
seven non-executive members and one of those members is the

Minister’s representative.

The following are the current Board members of the NLB:

All Board members were appointed for a period of five years
with effect from 3 December 2009, except Adv Weapond who
was appointed for five years with effect from 27 October 2010
and Ms Kekana who was also appointed for five years with effect
from 1September 2013. The Chief Executive Officer is the ex-
officio member of the board. The Board is duly chaired by the

independent non-executive director.

During the financial year under review the Lotteries Amended Act
was passed into law and will come into effect during the 2014/15
financial year. The Lotteries Amended Act provides that NLB
shall cease to operate as the Board, but as the National Lotteries
Commission. The Commission shall have its Accounting Authority
as the Board of the Commission, and its day-to-day operations

managed by a Commissioner.



Induction and Training of new Accounting Authority Members

A comprehensive induction programme has been developed to
ensure that Board members are adequately briefed and have
the necessary knowledge of the NLB structures, operations and
policies in order for them to fulfil their duties and responsibilities.
Continuous Professional Development Programmes were put in
place to ensure that Board members received regular briefings on
changes in relevant laws and the lottery environment. Ordinarily,
new Board members are provided with an induction pack and
attend an induction workshop and meetings of all committees as
part of their induction programme. Only one new board member,

Ms Kekana, was appointed in replacement of Mr Negota.

Accounting Authority Charter and Responsibilities

The Board has a fiduciary duty to exercise the utmost care, ensure
reasonable protection of the assets and records of the NLB, and
act with fidelity, honesty, integrity and in the best interest of the
NLB in managing the financial affairs of the NLB. On request, the
Board is obliged to disclose to the Shareholder, the Minister of
Trade and Industry, all material facts, including those reasonably
discoverable, which in any way may influence the decisions or
actions of the Shareholder, and seek to prevent any prejudice to

the financial interest of the State.

In terms of the Lotteries Act, the Board shall, in applying the
principles of openness and transparency and in addition to its

other functions:

e Advise the Minister on the issuing of the licence to conduct the
National Lottery;

e Ensure that the National Lottery and Sports Pools are
conducted with all due propriety and in accordance with all
applicable law;

e Ensure that the interests of every participant in the National
Lottery are adequately protected;

e Ensure that the net proceeds of the National Lottery are as
large as possible;

e Administer the National Lottery Distribution Trust Fund
(NLDTF) and hold it in trust;

* Monitor, regulate and police lotteries incidental to exempt
entertainment, private lotteries, society lotteries and any
competition contemplated in section 54 of the Act;

e Advise the Minister on percentages of money to be allocated
in terms of section 26(3) of the Act;
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e Advise the Minister on the efficacy of legislation pertaining to
lotteries and ancillary matters;

e Advise the Minister on establishing and implementing a social
responsibility programme in respect of lotteries;

e Administer and invest the money paid to the Accounting

e Authority in accordance with the Act;
Perform such additional duties in respect of lotteries as the

e Minister may assign to the Accounting Authority;

* Make such arrangements as may be specified in the licence for
the protection of prize monies and sums for distribution; and

e Advise the Minister on any matter relating to the National
Lottery and other lotteries or any other matter on which the

Minister requires the advice of the accounting authority.

In terms of the Procedure Manual for the Distribution of Funds
from the NLDTF (the Procedure Manual), the Board shall:

e Endeavour to carry out its objectives and functions as specified
in the Lotteries Act and in compliance with the PFMA and other
applicable legislation;

e At the end of each financial year, determine the amount in
the NLDTF for distribution and shall make allocations to each
Distributing Agency based on the prescribed percentage or
the Board shall recommend a new percentage structure to the
Minister as the case may be;

e Decide on the nature, manner and form of any publicity and/
or advertising in respect of the distribution of funds from the
NLDTF;

o Ensure that all potential applicants have reasonable access to
the NLDTF and understanding of the application process and
requirements through information workshops conducted in all
provinces;

e Ensure that each call for applications is widely and equitably
publicised;

o Ensure that the CAO has the required capacity and staff to
provide the level of support required by the Distributing
Agencies in performing their duties;

o Review the reports submitted by the Distributing Agencies in
terms of the regulations and communicate its response directly
to the Chairperson of each Distributing Agency individually;

e From time to time conduct surveys to determine the impact
of initiatives funded in order to assess alignment with the
strategic direction of the NLDTF.



The Procedure Manual is only applicable up until the new Lotteries

Amended Act and its Regulations come into effect.

In line with the King Codes, the Accounting Authority acts as
the focal point for, and custodian of, corporate governance by
managing its relationship with management, the shareholder and
other stakeholders of the NLB along sound corporate governance

principles. The accounting authority also:

® Appreciates that strategy, risk, performance and sustainability
are inseparable;

Access to Information

The Board has access to all information it may require and may;, at
the cost of NLB, seek independent professional advice if necessary.
Management provides the Board and its Committees with the
required information and documentation to enable members to

fulfil their responsibilities.
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Remuneration

Members are remunerated in line with the directive from the
Minister of Trade and Industry in consultation with the Minister of
Finance. The remuneration of Board members is disclosed in note

28 of the notes to the financial statements.

Delegation of Authority

The Board has the authority to lead, control and manage the
business of the NLB. The Board has established Board Committees
in line with section 5 of the Act. The Board Charter, Committees
Charters and Delegation of Authority document were also
developed to define the authority of all governance structures.
The Board has delegated certain aspects of its authority to the
CEO to manage the day-to-day affairs of the NLB. The delegation of
authority document, Board and Committees Charters assist with
the decision making and delivery of strategic objectives without
exonerating the Board for its accountability and responsibilities
to the NLB.

Company Secretary

All Board members, Committees members, Distributing Agencies
members (DA) and the NLB have access to the services of the
Company Secretary. The Company Secretary acts as the advisor
to the Board and DAs, and has an obligation to notify the Board,
NLB and DA members of any relevant regulatory changes and new
developments in corporate governance. In addition, the Company
Secretary provides the Board, individual Board members, DA
members and the Committees with guidance as to how their
responsibilities should be discharged in the best interests of the
NLB.

The Company Secretary attends all Board, Committees
and Distributing Agencies meetings and provides general

administrative support to the said structures.

Whenever deemed necessary the Company Secretary also reviews
the rules and procedures applicable to the conduct of affairs of the
Board, its Committees and DA Committees and where appropriate
involves the Designated Advisor and other experts to ensure that
Board and Distributing Agencies



Shareholder’s Compact

In line with the PFMA, the NLB concluded the Shareholder’s
Compact with its Shareholder, the Minister of Trade and
Industry, for the year under review. The compact sets out
the mandate of the NLB, together with the organisation’s
key performance indicators for the year. One of the Board’s
responsibilities is to keep the Shareholder informed on all

major developments affecting the organisation.
This is achieved through:

e Quarterly reports to the Shareholder;

® The annual financial statements and annual report;

® Detailed strategic plans and budget;

e Direct contact between the Chairperson of the Board and
Shareholder; and

* On-going engagements with the Shareholder.

Procedure Manual for the Distribution of Funds from the
NLDTF

The Procedure Manual is a set of guiding principles designed
to enhance the effectiveness of distribution from the NLDTF
in a manner that is fair and consistent in order to achieve
the greatest impact for applicant communities. Where there
is a conflict between the Procedure Manual and the Act, the
interpretation of the Act prevails. The Procedure Manual
clarifies the role of the Board in as far as NLDTF issues are
concerned, Distributing Agencies and support staff and also
attempts to clarify the reporting lines between the Board and
Distributing Agencies.

During the financial year under review the Lotteries Amended
Act was passed into law. The Department of Trade and Industry
established a joint committee to develop Regulations to the
Lotteries Amended Act. The Procedure Manual shall remain

applicable until the Lotteries Amended Act comes into effect.
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Meeting of the Accounting Authority with Executives

Board members meet at least four times in a year to discuss
strategic issues of significance to the Board and its operations.
The Board and its committees also hold executive sessions with
management where issues pertinent to business operations
are identified. These issues are addressed with the relevant

management representatives.

Accounting Authority Committees

The Board has established six Committees as described below
with clear delegation of authority. The Board Committees are
established to help the Board to perform its functions. The
Committees are not permitted to take over the Board’s role
in being accountable for all governance decisions and are
therefore required only to make recommendations to the
Board before any strategic decisions could be implemented by

management.

Accounting Authority and Committees Meetings and
Attendance
The Board and its Committees continued to have frequent

meetings during the year under review.

Members continued to discharge their fiduciary duties and
provided strategic direction to management throughout the

financial year.

Executive managers comprising the Chief Executive Officer,
Chief Financial Officer, Senior Executive Grant Funding,
Executive Manager: Compliance, Executive Manager:
Corporate Services, Chief Information Officer, Chief Risk
Officer and Chief Internal Auditor have a standing invitation
to relevant meetings.

The National Lotteries Board Accounting Authority presents its sixth Annual Report, which is supplementary to the audited consolidated

and separate Financial Statements of the National Lotteries Board (NLB) and the National Lottery Distribution Trust Fund (NLDTF) for the
year ended 31 March 2014.

1. NATURE OF OPERATIONS

The NLB is the regulator of the National Lottery and other lotteries as identified in the Lotteries Act, 1997 (Act No. 57 of 1997). Gidani (Pty)
Ltd is a private company that currently operates the National Lottery under licence from the Government. The Operator of the National Lot-
tery pays monies into the NLDTF in terms of the licence agreement. These proceeds are destined for good causes as specified in the Lotteries
Act, and allocated to applicants who meet the required criteria by Distributing Agencies who are appointed by the Minister of Trade and
Industry. The NLB administers the NLDTF and accounts for all running costs. The NLB withdraws the necessary funds required for running
costs from the NLDTF, based on overall annual budget approval by the Minister of Trade and Industry.

2. STATEMENT OF RESPONSIBILITY FOR THE FINANCIAL STATEMENTS
To the best of our knowledge and belief, we confirm the following:

All information and amounts disclosed in the annual report is consistent with the consolidated and separate Annual Financial Statements

audited by the Auditor General. The annual consolidated and separate financial statements are complete, accurate and are free from any
omissions.
The annual report has been prepared in accordance with the guidelines on the annual report as issued by National Treasury.

The consolidated and separate Annual Financial Statements have been prepared in accordance with the Generally Recognised Accounting
Practices standards applicable to the public entity.

Regional offices established in East London and Polokwane as pilot sites continue to operate successfully, and the NLB has every
intention to expand into the rest of the country in the medium to long term. The Chairperson’s report covers all accomplishments in greater

detail. Functions directly related to the Lotteries Act, and business plans, are predominantly on track.

A major component of the regulatory focus for the Board in the year under review has been on proactively addressing the RFP for the third
Lottery Licence which is due to be issued at the end of the current year.

Basis of preparation
The annual financial statements have been prepared in accordance with the Standards of Generally Recognised Accounting Practice (GRAP) including
any interpretations, guidelines and directives issued by the Accounting Standards Board in accordance with Section 55(1)(b) of the Public Finance Man

agement Act, (Act No 1 of 1999).

The annual financial statements have been prepared on the historical cost basis, except for the measurement of certain financial instruments at fair
value or amortised cost. The principal accounting policies are set out below, and have been applied consistently with the previous period.

The annual financial statements have been prepared on a going concern basis, and the NLB will continue in operation and meet its statutory obligations
for the foreseeable future.

The National Lotteries Board has presented consolidated financials statements which include the financial statements of the NLDTF.
The NLDTF is a subsidiary under the control of the NLB in terms of GRAP 6. The prior year figures were stated accordingly in the current financial year.

Revenue recognition

Revenue is recognised when it is probable that future economic benefits will flow to the enterprise and these benefits can be
measured reliably.

Revenue from exchange transactions shall be measured at the fair value of the consideration received or receivable.

Revenue from non-exchange transactions are measured as the amount of increase in net assets recognised by the NLB. The amount recognised as an
increase in asset or decrease in liability will be the same amount recognised as revenue.

The following specific bases apply:

° Assistance from the NLDTF is based on actual operating costs for which the NLB is responsible. The NLB withdraws the amounts as and when
required, based on overall approval by the Minister of Trade and Industry. Income is generally recognised as operating costs are defrayed, the
end result being the surrendering of surpluses to (or recovering of any deficit from) the NLDTF, thus not accounting for any accumulated

surplus.

] Revenue arising from licence fees is recognised on an accrual basis in accordance with the substance of the license contract.

° Interest income is accrued on a time proportion basis, taking into account the principal outstanding and the effective interest rate over the
period to maturity.

] Share of ticket sales, unclaimed prize money and other scheduled proceeds according to the licence agreement are recognised as they
accrue.

] Fees received from bidders are recognised as they accrue.

Irregular and fruitless and wasteful

Irregular expenditure means expenditure incurred in contravention of, or not in accordance with, a requirement of any applicable legislation,
including:

e The PFMA, or

® Any legislation providing for procurement procedures.

Fruitless and wasteful expenditure means expenditure that was made in vain and would have been avoided had reasonable care been exercised.
Any irregular and fruitless and wasteful expenditure is charged against income in the period in which it is incurred.

Employee Benefits

The cost of providing employee benefits is recognised as an expense in the period in which the benefit is earned by the employee. The NLB recognises
the expected cost of bonus payments when a constructive obligation to make such payment exists as a result of past events, and a reliable estimate of
the obligation can be made.

Short-term employee benefits
All forms of consideration given in exchange for services rendered are recognised in the period for which such services were rendered.
Retirement benefit costs

The Government Employees Pension Fund is a defined benefit fund, which provides retirement and death benefits for employees. The Senior Executive
Grant Funding is currently the entity’s only member of the Fund. The NLB is not liable for any deficits due to the difference between the present value
of the benefit obligations, and the fair value of the assets managed by the Government Employees Pension Fund. Any potential liabilities are disclosed
in the financial statements of the National Revenue Fund and not in the financial statements of the NLB. The pension plan is funded by contributions
from the member and the NLB. Contributions are charged to the Statement of Financial Performance in the year to which they relate.

The Provident Fund to which all other employees belong is a defined contribution fund, which provides retirement, death and disability benefits. The
NLB funds the plan. The contributions are charged to the Statement of Financial Performance in the year to which they relate.

Property, plant and equipment

Property, plant and equipment are tangible items that are expected to be used during more than one reporting period. All property, plantand equipment
are initially recorded at cost if it is probable that future economic benefits or service potential associated with the item will flow to the entity and the
cost or fair value of the item can be measured reliably. Where assets are acquired at no cost, or for a nominal cost, its cost is its fair value as at the date
of acquisition. Assets are subsequently measured at cost less accumulated depreciation and accumulated impairment losses.

The residual value and useful lives of assets are reviewed and adjusted if appropriate at the end of each financial year. Where the carrying amount of an
asset is greater than its estimated recoverable amount, it is written down immediately to its recoverable amount.

Depreciation is charged from the time the asset is available for use, and is calculated on the straight-line method to write off the cost of assets to their
residual values over their estimated useful lives:

o Furniture and fittings 10to 17 years

o Office equipment 10to 17 years

o Computer equipment 3to 14 years

e Motor vehicles Minimum 5 years

® Leasehold improvements Remaining term of relevant lease

The costs of replacing significant parts or components to existing assets are capitalised, whilst the existing parts being replaced are derecognised. These
replacement parts or components are depreciated over their estimated useful lives.

Assets are removed from the statement of financial position on disposal, or when no future economic benefits are expected from its use The gain or loss
arising from the de-recognition of an asset is determined as the difference between the sales proceeds and the carrying amount of the asset, and is
recognised in or charged against income.

Intangible assets

Costs associated with maintaining computer software programmes are recognised as an expense as incurred. Costs that can be measured reliably,

and are directly associated with the development and acquisition of identifiable software products controlled by the NLB, and that will generate
economic benefits exceeding costs beyond one year, are recognised as intangible assets. Intangible assets are measured initially at cost, and are stated
at historical cost less accumulated amortisation. The residual value and useful lives of intangible assets are reviewed and adjusted if appropriate at the
end of each financial year. Where the carrying amount is greater than the estimated recoverable amount, it is written down immediately to its
recoverable amount. Amortisation is calculated on the straight-line method to write off the cost of the assets to their residual values over their estimated
useful lives. A minimum useful life of three years is assumed. Expenditure that enhances or extends the performance of computer software programmes
beyond their original specifications is recognised as a new acquisition. Software licences with perpetual lives are capitalised and not amortised unless a
replacement is contemplated, in which case amortisation will take place over the then expected remaining life.
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1.9
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Impairment

At each reporting date, the NLB reviews the carrying amounts of its tangible and intangible assets to determine whether there is any indication that
those assets may be impaired. If any such indication exists, the recoverable amount of the asset is estimated in order to determine the extent of the
impairment loss (if any). If the recoverable amount of an asset (cash-generating unit) is estimated to be less than its carrying amount, the carrying
amount of the asset (cash-generating unit) is reduced to its recoverable amount. The impairment of intangible assets with indefinite useful lives is tested
on an annual basis. This is done by comparing the carrying amount with the recoverable service amount. To determine the recoverable service amount
the depreciated replacement cost approach was used. Impairment losses are immediately recognised as an expense. Where an impairment loss subse
quently reverses, the carrying amount of the asset (cash-generating unit) is increased to the revised estimate of its recoverable amount, so that the
increased carrying amount does not exceed the carrying amount that would have been determined had no impairment loss been recognised for the
asset (cash-generating unit) in prior years. A reversal of an impairment loss is recognised as income immediately, unless the relevant asset is

carried at a revalued amount under another standard, in which case the reversal of the impairment loss is treated as a revaluation increase under the
other standard.

Leased Asset

Operating leases

Leases of assets under which the lessor effectively retains all the risks and benefits of ownership are classified as operating leases. Payments made
under operating leases are charged to the Statement of Financial Performance on a straight-line basis as increments are based on fixed escalations, over
the period of the lease. Operating leases currently relate to the premises being leased by the NLB at Head Office in Pretoria, and Regional Offices in East
London and Polokwane.

Financial instruments
Financial assets

The NLB classifies its financial assets in the following categories: at fair value through profit or loss, loans and receivables, and available-for-sale. The
classification depends on the purpose for which the financial assets were acquired. Management determines the classification of its financial assets at
initial recognition.

(a) Financial assets at fair value through profit or loss
Financial assets at fair value through profit or loss are financial assets held for trading. A financial asset is classified in this category if acquired principally
for the purpose of selling in the short-term.

(b) Loans and receivables

Loans and receivables are non-derivative financial assets with fixed or determinable payments that are not quoted in an active market. They are
included in current assets, except for maturities greater than 12 months after the statement of financial position date. These are classified as
non-current assets.

The NLB's loans and receivables comprise ‘trade and other receivables’, ‘prepayments and advances’ and ‘cash and cash equivalents’ in

the statement of financial position.

Cash and cash equivalents are shown at the original capital invested plus accrued interest.
For the purposes of the cash flow statement, cash and cash equivalents comprise cash in hand and deposits held at call with banks.
(c) Available-for-sale financial assets

Available-for-sale financial assets are non-derivatives that are either designated in this category or not classified in any of the other categories. They are
included in non-current assets unless management intends to dispose of the investment within 12 months of the statement of financial position date.

Recognition and measurement

Regular purchases and sales of financial assets are recognised on the trade date — the date on which the NLB commits to purchase or sell the asset.
Investments are initially recognised at fair value plus transaction costs for all financial assets not carried at fair value through profit or loss. Financial
assets carried at fair value through profit or loss are initially recognised at fair value and transaction costs are expensed in the Statement of Financial
Performance.

Financial assets are derecognised when the rights to receive cash flows from the investments have expired or have been transferred and the group has
transferred substantially all risks and rewards of ownership.

Available-for-sale financial assets and financial assets at fair value through profit or loss are subsequently carried at fair value.
Loans and receivables are carried at amortised cost using the effective interest method.

Gains or losses arising from changes in the fair value of the ‘financial assets at fair value through profit or loss’ category are presented in the Statement
of Financial Performance within ‘other (losses)/gains — net’ in the period in which they arise.

Financial assets (continued)

Impairment of financial assets

The NLB assesses at each statement of financial position date whether there is objective evidence that a financial asset or a group of financial assets
carried at amortised cost is impaired. In the case of equity securities classified as available-for-sale, a significant or prolonged decline in the fair value
of the security below its cost is considered as an indicator that the securities are impaired. If any such evidence exists for available-for-sale financial
assets, the cumulative loss — measured as the difference between the acquisition cost and the current fair value, less any impairment loss on that
financial asset previously recognised in profit or loss — is removed from equity and recognised in the Statement of Financial Performance.

Impairment losses recognised in the Statement of Financial Performance on equity instruments are not reversed through the Statement of Financial
Performance.

Impairment testing of trade receivables is described in note 18.

Cash and Cash equivalents

Cash and cash equivalents are shown at the original capital invested plus accrued interest. For the purposes of the cash flow statement, cash and cash
equivalents comprise cash in hand and deposits held at call with banks. Investments that have a maturity of three months or less are classified as cash
equivalents and are disclosed as such in the statement of financial position and in note 20.

Financial liabilities

Financial liabilities are recognised initially at fair value, net of transaction costs incurred. Borrowings are subsequently stated at amortised cost; any
difference between the proceeds (net of transaction costs) and the redemption value is recognised in the Statement of Financial Performance over the
period of the borrowings using the effective interest method.

The NLB’s principal financial liabilities comprise trade and other payables.
Provisions

Provisions are recognised when:

e The NLB has a present legal or constructive obligation as a result of past events;

o |tis more likely than not, that an outflow of resources will be required to settle the obligation; and
e The amount of the obligation has been reliably estimated.

Provisions are not recognised for future operating losses.

Where there are a number of similar obligations, the likelihood that an outflow will be required in settlement is determined by considering the class
of obligations as a whole. A provision is recognised even if the likelihood of an outflow with respect to one item included in the same class of
obligation may be small.

Provisions are measured at the present value of the expenditure expected to be incurred, in order to settle the obligation, using a discount
rate that reflects current market assessments of the time value of money, and the risks specific to the obligation. The increase in the provision due to
the passage of time is recognised as interest expense.

Financial risk management

The NLB's activities expose it to a variety of financial risks: market risk (including fair value interest rate risk, cash flow interest rate risk and price risk),
credit risk and liquidity risk. The Board manages these risks through a risk and investment committee.

(a) Market risk
The NLB'’s activities as a regulator do not expose it to a significant amount of market risk. Therefore no formal policies have been developed to guard
against market risk.

i) Cash flow and fair value interest rate risk

The NLB has significant interest bearing assets, thus the NLB’s income and operating cash flows are affected by changes in market interest rates.
ii) Cash and cash equivalents

Cash and cash equivalents are invested on a short term basis which significantly lowers the interest rate risk associated with these balances.
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1.13 Financial risk management (continued)

(b) Credit risk
Credit risk arises from cash and cash equivalents and deposits with banks and financial institutions, as well as credit exposures to outstanding
receivables and committed transactions. For banks and financial institutions, only banks approved by the Minister of Finance are used.

The NLB also follows regulations issued by National Treasury to manage its exposure to credit risk. This includes spreading the investments held among
reputable financial institutions.

(c) Liquidity risk
Prudent liquidity risk management implies maintaining sufficient cash and cash equivalents to meet the daily demands of the operations.

Management monitors daily balances of cash and cash equivalents as well as investment accounts to ensure that enough funds are available to meet
the needs of the operation.

1.14 Allocation of grants

Allocations are accounted for when applications for assistance from individual entities are considered and grants are unconditionally awarded by the
respective distributing agencies.

1.15 Critical accounting estimates and assumptions

Estimates and judgments are continually evaluated and are based on historical experience and other factors, including expectations of future events
that are believed to be reasonable under the circumstances.

1.14.1 Critical accounting estimates and assumptions

The NLB makes estimates and assumptions concerning the future. Estimates or assumption made during the preparation of these financial statements
are only to the extent described in 1.5, 1.6, 1.7 and 1.12 above.

1.14.2 Critical judgments in applying the entity’s accounting policies

No critical judgment was required in the drafting of these financial statements other than as described in 1.5, 1.6 and 1.7 above.

1.16 Reconciliation of the approved budget to the actual surplus/deficit as per the Statement of Financial Performance

The reconciliation of the approved budget to the actual surplus/deficit as per the Statement of Financial Performance has been prepared on the accrual
basis highlighting the actual variances that have resulted for the year.

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35 Risk Management

Financial risk management

NLB's management monitors and manages the financial risks relating to the operations of the entity through internal risk reports which analyse
exposures by degree and magnitude of risks. These risks include market risk, credit risk and liquidity risk.

Compliance with policies and exposure limits is reviewed by the internal auditors on a continual basis and regularly reported to the audit committee.

Liquidity risk

The NLB manages liquidity by monitoring forecast and accrual cash flows and matching the maturity profiles of financial assets and liabilities.

Interest rate risk

Deposits attract interest at a rate that varies with prime. The NLB's policy is to manage interest rate risk so that fluctuations in variable rates do not
have a material impact on profit/ (loss).

Interest rate sensitivity analysis

The sensitivity analysis below has been determined based on financial instruments exposure to interest rates at reporting date. For floating rate
instruments, the analysis is prepared assuming the amount of the instrument outstanding at the reporting date was outstanding for the whole year.

The basis points increases or decreases, as detailed in the table below, were determined by management and represent management’s assessment of
the reasonably possible change in interest rates.

A positive number below indicates an increase in cash balances. A negative number below indicates a decrease in cash balances
The sensitivity analysis shows a reasonable possible change in the interest rate, either an increase or decrease in the interest percentage. The equal but

opposite percentage adjustment to the interest rate would result in an equal but opposite effect on cash balances and therefore has not been
separately disclosed below. This disclosure only indicates the effect of the change in interest rate on unaccumulated cash balances.

REPORT OF THE AUDITOR-GENERAL TO PARLIAMENT ON THE NATIONAL LOTTERY DISTRIBUTION TRUST FUND
REPORT ON THE FINANCIAL STATEMENTS

Introduction

| have audited the financial statements of the National Lottery Distribution Trust Fund (NLDTF) set out on pages 88 to 105, which
comprise the statement of financial position as at 31 March 2014, the statement of financial performance, statement of changes
in net assets, the cash flow statement for the year then ended and the statement of comparison of budget and actual amounts,
and the notes, comprising a summary of significant accounting policies and other explanatory information.

Accounting authority’s responsibility for the financial statements

The accounting authority is responsible for the preparation and fair presentation of these financial statements in accordance
with South African Standards of Generally Recognised Accounting Standards (SA Standards of GRAP)and the requirements of the
Public Finance Management Act of South Africa, 1999 (Act No 1 of 1999) (PFMA), and for such internal control as the accounting
authority determines is necessary to enable the preparation of financial statements that are free from material misstatement,
whether due to fraud or error.

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The material finding in respect of the selected objective is as follows:

Objective 1: Improve the impact of NLDTF

Usefulness of reported performance information

Treasury Regulation 30.1.3(g) requires the annual performance plan to form the basis for the annual report, therefore requiring
consistency of objectives, indicators and targets between planning and reporting documents. A total of 20% of the reported
indicators and targets were not consistent with those in the approved annual performance plan. This was due to a lack of adequate
monitoring of reported indicators and targets against the annual performance plan.

The FMPPI requires that:

. Performance targets must be specific in clearly identifying the nature and required level of performance. A total of 40%
of the targets were not specific.
o Targets must be measurable. | could not measure the required performance for 40% of the targets.

This was due to a lack of adequate technical indicator descriptions.

The reliability of reported performance information

A total of 40% of the targets were materially misstated. This was due to the planned targets not being specific in clearly identifying
the nature and required level of performance, thus not allowing for the actual achievement to be measured against what was
predetermined.

Annual financial statements

The financial statements submitted for auditing were not fully prepared in all material respects in accordance with the
requirements of section 55(1) (b) of the PFMA. Material misstatements of liabilities identified by the auditors in the submitted
financial statements were subsequently corrected, resulting in the financial statements receiving an unqualified audit opinion.

Internal control

| considered internal control relevant to my audit of the financial statements, annual performance report and compliance with laws
and regulations. The matters reported below under the fundamentals of internal control are limited to the significant deficiency
that resulted in the finding on compliance with laws and regulations included in this report.

Leadership
Leadership did not adequately exercise oversight responsibility regarding performance reporting.

Financial and performance management
Management did not adequately implement controls over the monthly reconciliations of the grant management system.

Investigations

A number of investigations were performed internally and by various external service providers at the request of the entity into
possible fraud pertaining to grant applications and grant allocations which were paid and allocated during the 2013-14 financial
year in the respective sectors. Some investigations were completed during the year and some were still in progress at the reporting
date.

Basis of preparation

The annual financial statements have been prepared in accordance with the Standards of Generally Recognised Accounting Practice
(GRAP) including any interpretations, guidelines and directives issued by the Accounting Standards Board in accordance with Section
55(1)(b) of the Public Finance Management Act, (Act No 1 of 1999).

The annual financial statements have been prepared on a going concern basis and the accounting policies have been applied
consistently throughout the period. The measurement base applied is historical cost, except financial instruments at fair value and
loans and receivables at amortised cost.

Revenue recognition

Revenue is recognised when it is probable that future economic benefits will flow to the enterprise and these benefits can be
measured reliably.

The following specific bases apply:

e Share of ticket sales, unclaimed prize money and other scheduled proceeds according to the licence agreement are recognised as
they accrue.

® Interest income is recognised as it accrues, taking into account the effective yield in respect of investments, unless collectability is
in doubt.

Irregular, fruitless, wasteful and unauthorised expenditure

Irregular expenditure means expenditure incurred in contravention of, or not in accordance with, a requirement of any applicable
legislation, including:

o The PFMA, or

e Any legislation providing for procurement procedures.

Fruitless and wasteful expenditure means expenditure that was made in vain and would have been avoided had reasonable care been
exercised.

Any irregular and fruitless and wasteful expenditure is charged against income in the period in which it is incurred.

Unauthorised expenditure means.

e overspending of a vote or a main division within a vote;
e expenditure not in accordance with the purpose of a vote or, in the case of a main division, not in accordance with the purpose of a
main division.

Financial Instruments

The NLDTF classifies its financial assets in the following categories: at fair value through profit or loss, loans and receivables, and
available-for-sale. The classification depends on the purpose for which the financial assets were acquired. Management determines
the classification of its financial assets at initial recognition.

(a) Financial assets at fair value through profit or loss
Financial assets at fair value through profit or loss are financial assets held for trading. A financial asset is classified in this category if
acquired principally for the purpose of selling in the short-term.

(b) Loans and receivables

Loans and receivables are non-derivative financial assets with fixed or determinable payments that are not quoted in an active
market. They are included in current assets, except for maturities greater than 12 months after the statement of financial position
date. These are classified as non-current assets.

The NLDTF loans and receivables comprise 'investment in securities', 'trade and other receivables' and 'cash and cash equivalents' in
the statement of financial position (notes 8, 9 and 10).

Cash and cash equivalents are shown at the original capital invested plus accrued interest.

For the purposes of the cash flow statement, cash and cash equivalents comprise cash in hand and deposits held at call with banks.

(c) Available-for-sale financial assets

Available-for-sale financial assets are non-derivatives that are either designated in this category or not classified in any of the other
categories. They are included in non-current assets unless management intends to dispose of the investment within 12 months of the
statement of financial position date.

Recognition and measurement

Regular purchases and sales of financial assets are recognised on the trade date — the date on which the NLDTF commits to purchase
or sell the asset. Investments are initially recognised at fair value plus transaction costs for all financial assets not carried at fair value
through profit or loss. Financial assets carried at fair value through profit or loss are initially recognised at fair value and transaction
costs are expensed in the Statement of Financial Performance.

Financial assets are derecognised when the rights to receive cash flows from the investments have expired or have been transferred
and the group has transferred substantially all risks and rewards of ownership.

Available-for-sale financial assets and financial assets at fair value through profit or loss are subsequently carried at fair value.
Loans and receivables are carried at amortised cost using the effective interest method.

Gains or losses arising from changes in the fair value of the ‘financial assets at fair value through profit or loss’ category are presented
in the Statement of Financial Performance within ‘other (losses)/gains — net’ in the period in which they arise.

Impairment of financial assets

The NLB assesses at each statement of financial position date whether there is objective evidence that a financial asset or a group of
financial assets is impaired. In the case of equity securities classified as available-for-sale, a significant or prolonged decline in the fair
value of the security below its cost is considered as an indicator that the securities are impaired. If any such evidence exists for
available-for-sale financial assets, the cumulative loss — measured as the difference between the acquisition cost and the current fair
value, less any impairment loss on that financial asset previously recognised in profit or loss — is removed from equity and recognised
in the Statement of Financial Performance.

Impairment losses recognised in the Statement of Financial Performance on equity instruments are not reversed through the
Statement of Financial Performance.

Provisions

Provisions for allocation of grants to beneficiaries are recognised when:

- the NLDTF has a present legal or constructive obligation as a result of past events;

- itis more likely than not, that an outflow of resources will be required to settle the obligation; and
- the amount of the obligation has been reliably estimated.

Provisions are not recognised for future operating losses.

Where there are a number of similar obligations, the likelihood that an outflow will be required in settlement is determined by
considering the class of obligations as a whole. A provision is recognised even if the likelihood of an outflow with respect to one item
included in the same class of obligation may be small.

Provisions are measured at the present value of the expenditure expected to be incurred, in order to settle the obligation, using a
discount rate that reflects current market assessments of the time value of money, and the risks specific to the obligation. The
increase in the provision due to the passage of time is recognised as interest expense.

Allocation of grants

Allocations are accounted for when applications for assistance from individual entities are considered and grants are unconditionally
awarded by the respective distributing agencies.

Assistance to the NLB
The assistance to the NLB is based on actual operating costs for which the NLB is responsible.

Financial liabilities

Financial liabilities are recognised initially at fair value, net of transaction costs incurred. Borrowings are subsequently stated at
amortised cost; any difference between the proceeds (net of transaction costs) and the redemption value is recognised in the
Statement of Financial Performance over the period of the borrowings using the effective interest method.

Financial risk management

The NLDTF’s activities expose it to a variety of financial risks: market risk (including fair value interest rate risk, cash flow interest rate
risk and price risk), credit risk and liquidity risk. The Board manages these risks through an audit committee.

(a) Market risk
The NLDTF’s activities as a distribution trust fund does not expose it to a significant amount of market risk. Funds are currently held in
fixed deposits with four major banking institutions. The NLDTF also has numerous controls in place to minimise market risk.

i) Cash flow and fair value interest rate risk
The NLDTF has significant interest bearing assets, thus the NLDTF’s income and operating cash flows are affected by changes in
market interest rates.

ii) Cash and cash equivalents
Cash and cash equivalents are invested on a short term basis which significantly lowers the interest rate risk associated with these
balances.

(b) Credit risk

Credit risk arises from cash and cash equivalents and deposits with banks and financial institutions, as well as credit exposures
outstanding receivables and committed transactions. For banks and financial institutions, only banks approved by the Minister o
Finance are used.

The NLDTF also follows regulations issued by National Treasury to manage their exposure to credit risk. This includes spreading the
investments held among reputable financial institutions.

(c) Liquidity risk
Prudent liquidity risk management implies maintaining sufficient cash and cash equivalents to meet the daily demands of th

operations.

Management monitors daily balances of cash and cash equivalents as well as investment accounts to ensure that enough funds ar
available to meet the needs of the operations.

Critical accounting estimates and assumptions

Estimates and judgments are continually evaluated and are based on historical experience and other factors, including expectations
of future events that are believed to be reasonable under the circumstances.

1.10.1 Critical accounting estimates and assumptions

The NLDTF makes estimates and assumptions concerning its exposure in respect of commitments to beneficiaries, and the aggregate
turnaround time in honouring these commitments. In view of this, commitments are accounted for on a time value of money basis,
using the average yield on investments as a fair rate of return. No critical estimate or assumption was otherwise made during the
preparation of these financial statements.

1.10.2 Critical judgements in applying the entity’s accounting policies

No critical judgement was required in the drafting of these financial statements.

Contingent Liabilities

Contingent liabilities are never be recognised, but are be disclosed, unless the possibility of an outflow of economic resources or
service potential is remote. Contingent liabilities are reviewed continuously to determine if the outflow of resources have become
probable.

Financial risk management

NLDTF's management monitors and manages the financial risks relating to the operations of the entity through internal risk reports
which analyse exposures by degree and magnitude of risks. These risks include market risk, credit risk and liquidity risk.

Compliance with policies and exposure limits is reviewed by the internal auditors on a continual basis and regularly reported to the
audit committee.

Liquidity risk
The NLDTF manages liquidity by monitoring forecast and accrual cash flows and matching the maturity profiles of financial assets and
liabilities.

Interest rate risk

Deposits attract interest at a rate that varies with prime. The NLDTF's policy is to manage interest rate risk so that fluctuations in
variable rates do not have a material impact on profit/ (loss).

Interest rate sensitivity analysis
The sensitivity analysis below has been determined based on financial instruments exposure to interest rates at reporting date. For

floating rate instruments, the analysis is prepared assuming the amount of the instrument outstanding at the reporting date was
outstanding for the whole year.

The basis points increases or decreases, as detailed in the table below, were determined by management and represent
management’s assessment of the reasonably possible change in interest rates.

A positive number below indicates an increase in cash balances. A negative number below indicates a decrease in cash balances
The sensitivity analysis shows a reasonable possible change in the interest rate, either an increase or decrease in the interest
percentage. The equal but opposite percentage adjustment to the interest rate would result in an equal but opposite effect on cash

balances and therefore has not been separately disclosed below. This disclosure only indicates the effect of the change in interest
rate on unaccumulated cash balances.
